The ideal candidate will align with our Christian
values and create a positive, inclusive environment for student-athletes.

RECRUITING

e Develop and implement effective recruiting strategies to attract talented student-
athletes who align with our mission and values.

e Recruit and retain both a full men’s and women'’s team.

e Build relationships with high school coaches, athletes, and families to promote the
curling program and Providence University College’s Christian ethos.

e Attend bonspiels, and events to scout and evaluate prospective student-athletes.

COACHING & TRAINING

e Design and execute comprehensive training programs that enhance athletic
performance while promoting the physical and mental well-being of athletes.

e Conduct weekly practices at the local Otterburne rink, focused on skill development,
strategy, teamwork, and sportsmanship.

e Provide individualized coaching to help athletes achieve personal and team goals,
ensuring readiness for MCAC and CCAA competition.

e Must keep up to date with first aid certification.
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TEAM MANAGEMENT

e Foster an environment of Christian leadership, encouraging athletes to grow in their
faith and character.

e Mentor student-athletes in leadership roles, promoting accountability, teamwork,
and integrity.

e Organize and oversee all aspects of team travel for provincial bonspiel, including
logistics and accommodations.

¢ Monitor and manage student-athlete academic performance, ensuring compliance
with league regulations.

COMPETITION PREPARATION

e Participate in a local curling league for weekly competition and a preparatory
bonspiel.

e Analyze performance data and video footage to refine strategies and techniques.

e Create a supportive and competitive atmosphere during competitions.

COLLABORATION & RELATIONAL COMMITMENTS

Maintain positive, collaborative working relationships with all Providence athletics
staff, Providence staff & faculty, and external partners. Will attend department
meetings and team building events.

Actively participate in achieving our mission of providing student-athletes with an
environment that fosters academic success, Christ-centered personal growth, and
athletic excellence.

effectively resolve them.

energy, motivation and enthusiasm to the job.
